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Contents & Purpose

This activity offers a selection of 7 6 abbreviated myths which are also
connected to common idioms in Hebrew: Sisyphus, Narcissus,
Achilles’ Heel, Pandora’s Box, Trojan Horse, Midas’ Golden Touch.

Each myth is accompanied by online questions and at the end there is
a quiz on all the myths.

The activity takes around 20 -30 min.No prior knowledge is needed.

The activity accompanies the lessons in class.

Further comments

The activity focuses on common idioms in Hebrew and reveals their
mythological origin. Thus it connects between ancient Greek
mythology and the modern Hebrew language and exhibits the
influence of the classical tradition on other cultures.
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
