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Summary This is the story of Pandora, told from her point of view. She gives a
rational explanation for why the box was opened, blaming it on her
cat, saying that one day, while cleaning the living room, Pandora
forgot to lock Cuddles up while she placed the vase on the floor so she
could dust the shelf. It was Cuddles who knocked the lid off.

Analysis The story of Pandora is told from her own point of view with
illustrations on every page, almost like a comic strip or graphic novel
for children. The author includes discussion questions and suggestions
for further reading to understand the story better, as well as a
glossary of terms. While the story does use the basis of the myth
surrounding Pandora’s vase - the creation of man by Prometheus, his
stealing fire from the gods, and Zeus’ creation of Pandora as a
punishment for Prometheus - Loewen completely disregards any
mythological reference to Pandora’s curiosity and lays all the blame
on the cat for knocking the lid off the vase.
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
